Treasurer’s Report 

 
It is with great pleasure I present to you, the members, the financial report of Lawson Bowling Club Ltd. 
for the year 2009/2010. 
 
As Treasurer of Lawson Bowling Club Ltd. I am proud to say your Club has continued to grow and our 
expected profit at the time of writing this report is $178,647. This is a decrease of some $66,264 from last 
year but you should still be pleased with the outcome, considering the current economic environment. 
 
The Board of Directors in this reporting year has continued to manage the affairs of the Club in a 
professional and competent manner. The Board has overseen the construction of the outdoor smoking 
area and even with the difficulties encountered the area is serving it’s designated purpose. The Board 
thanks all members for their patience in waiting for this addition to the club to take place. 
 
A major discussion point particularly amongst regular bowlers is do we change the current bowling green 
to a synthetic surface. The male bowlers in the Club when playing pennants at Wallerawang were very 
impressed with the synthetic surface used at that Club. The decision on changing the surface needs to 
be taken by all voting members of the Club. The bowling green this year has been of a high quality and 
all bowlers have appreciated the true running of the green. Congratulations to Rob Morgan on presenting 
a very good bowling surface. 
 
The Club has continued to update it’s poker machines and the gross turnover increased some $106,394 
from last year with the net taking decreasing some $28,734 from the previous year. These results show 
that the Club still has loyal clientele playing the machines. The introduction of ‘stand alone’ jackpots to 
most of the newer machines has increased the return to the player and most machines are set at around 
90 to 92% return to the player. The Board is aware of it’s responsibility in respect of effects gambling has 
on the community and undertakes to meet all the requirements necessary to ensure that any patrons that 
have a gambling problem are pointed in the right direction in order to obtain help. 
 
As mentioned in the past the poker machines are reviewed on a monthly basis and any discrepancies 
are thoroughly checked. The Club continued it’s weekly prize of a petrol voucher and is reviewing other 
types of incentives for poker machine players. 
 
During this year the Board continued providing quality entertainment for members and guests and this 
has appeared successful with good attendances at all functions. President David Key & his able assistant 
Mona are to be congratulated on their efforts in this area and the Board will continue providing quality 
entertainment in the future. The Club is getting a very good reputation as the place for providing high 
quality entertainment in the Mountains. This was recently emphasized when the Club had the Deltones 
and the Bushwackers appearing. Due to the Club’s good financial position all this high quality 
entertainment come to members and their guests at no charge. 
 
Financially, Lawson Bowling Club Ltd. has an envious position in the Blue Mountains region as it’s 
reserves are high and profit levels are acceptable. 
 
The closing of Katoomba Bowling Club has seen Lawson Bowling Club attracting some high quality 
bowlers and new members but again this has put pressure on other Bowling Clubs in the district to 
support the bowling needs of the mountains. Clubs especially in the Mountains look to Lawson Bowling 
Club as a ‘benchmark’ for small licensed Clubs. The success and popularity of the Club is in no small 
way due to the support it receives from the local community and the tireless efforts of my fellow Board 
members and the hard working nature of our staff. 
 
Lawson Bowling Club Ltd. has again been able to financially support the Mens’ and Ladies’ Bowling 
Clubs, Social Golf Club and the Darts’ Club. These Clubs have in return given their wholehearted support 
to the licensed Club and the Board has appreciated their support both financially and administratively. 
 
The Club has again been able to support the community by giving generously to organizations that 
request financial assistance. 



 
Finally, I again thank you the members for supporting your local Club and this loyalty is shown by the 
good financial situation of the Club. I greatly appreciate the assistance I have received from all Directors 
and the great support given to me by all the Staff. The support and assistance received has enabled me 
to carry out my duties successfully.

Thanks also to Mona Soergel, Christine Wright, Ron Walsh, Neville Lalor,  Jo Frater, and Lil Jeffrey for their valued help 
throughout the pennants season. 
 
The 2010 Major Singles and Pairs have already been decided, with Brian Crean victorious in the former, and Micks Galli & 
Stanbury, in the latter. These competitions produced some superb quality bowls, and congratulations are due to everybody 
who organised and participated. 
 
Attendance at the regular Wednesday and Saturday mufti events has been good, but not Earth-shattering. Some days have 
seen more players turn up from other clubs than Lawson, and this is a little disappointing. Is it a statement about our prize-
money, the quality of the green, the competition format, or our incomprehensible scoring system? Only those who don’t turn 
up, can answer that. 
 
Special events throughout the year have included the Ruby Dening Shield, The Blue Mountains Australia Day Triples, Shirts & 
Skirts, and the inaugural Anzac Day Mixed Lucky-Dip-Draw Triples. The latter saw all seven rinks being used concurrently for 
the first time since I’ve been a member of the Club, and the format has proved so popular, that a similar competition is to be 
staged on Queen’s Birthday weekend.
